11. Apply for Transfer Credit

Students interested in transferring previous graduate level course-
work towards their degree at NYU must apply for transfer credit
within the first academic year of study. No more than 8 points

can be transferred towards the master’s degree; doctoral candidates
can transfer up to 40 points. Students must fill out the Request for
Approval of Transfer Credit at www.gsas.nyu.cdu/page/grad.pp.manual
and submit it to the Director of Graduate Studies of their department.
The application must be accompanied by an official transcript,
including English translations when necessary. Please allow four to
six weeks for credit evaluation and processing. The department

will notify students as to the approval or denial of transfer credit.
